*  Shin guards MUST be worn to all practices and games! (For older grades, also mention that mouthguards are required for players with braces).


*  Soccer shoes are not mandatory, but are recommended.  Baseball shoes are NOT O.K.


*  Players should bring a water bottle to practices and games.


*  Label all equipment, bottles, balls, etc. with your last name.


*  Players may NOT wear jewelry of ANY kind to practices or games, including pierced earrings and hard hair ornaments.


*  NO PETS ARE ALLOWED on the soccer fields!  (Practices and games)  


*  Please try to arrive at the games 15 minutes before we are scheduled to play so that the coach can give last minute instructions and get us organized. 


*  If you are scheduled to bring refreshments, please don't forget - the kids are counting on you! 


*  If you've never put up or taken down nets before, don't panic - there are always people around to help. 


*  Last, but not least, please remember that the referees are volunteer parents like you.  They are giving their time and energy to help all our kids have a great experience - let's treat them with respect and courtesy!  Let’s all do our part to help the team exhibit good sportsmanship!
